Kurmanbayeva, on the one part, and on the
another part Varna University of
Management hereafter VUM represented by
its Rector Todor Radev, acting on the basis
of the Charter, jointly referred to hereinafter
as "Universities", entered into this agreement
as follows:

1. The Subject of the Agreement

11 This agreement regulates the legal
relationship of Universities creating and
implementing a specialized joint educational
program for the preparation of Masters of
ABU (Kazakhstan, Semey) on the basis of
VUM (Bulgaria, Varna), on the specialty
6M052000 “Business administration” on the
basis of VUM (Bulgaria, Varna) and ABU
(Kazakhstan, Semey).

1.2 Specialized educational program is
elaborated in accordance with the state
compulsory standards of higher and
postgraduate education of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the Republic of Bulgaria, on
the basis of licensed higher educational
programs, which are implemented in VUM
and ABU. Graduates of ABU who
successfully absorbed the above mentioned
program are awarded an academic Master's
degree of business administration of ABU
with the receipt of relevant document of
education on the formation of a prescribed
sample (Master's diploma ABU).

2. Joint educational program

2.1. The joint educational program is
elaborated in accordance with the state
compulsory standard of higher education of
the Republic of Kazakhstan and the standard
of the Republic of Bulgaria on the specialty
of higher education for the preparation of
Masters, implemented in ABU and VUM,
respectively. The languages of instruction are
English, Russian.

2.2. For successfully absorbing the program,
the student must have mastered at least 212
ECTS credits, including writing and public
defense of the final qualifying work
(dissertation).

2.3. Universities appoint scientific leaders of
the Joint Educational Program, carry out
leadership in their Universities in accordance
with the normative base of the University.

3. Legal regulation
3.1 The operation of this Agreement is
regulated by the current legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of
Bulgaria, also by local regulations applied in
Universities in the process of educational,
administrative and other activities.

4. Enrollment of students
4.1 Participation in the joint educational
program for the preparation of Masters is
voluntary. Masters of ABU who study on
educational programs of postgraduate
education on specialty 6M052000 “Business
administration” who successfully mastered
the first year oftraining and students who are
studying one-year program can take part in
the Joint Educational Program.
4.2 The enrollment is carried out on the basis
of the Master's personal application in
accordance with the Rules of Admission
acting in ABU.
4.3. Consideration of the application for
admission to the Joint Educational Program,
interviewing is carried out by an authorized
officer of ABU. The decision on admission to
the joint curriculum is taken in the order
form of the rector of ABU.

5.2. Periods of study, intermediary and final
attestation, handed over to ABU and VUM
are mutually recognized by Universities and
implemented on time and in the order, that
prescribed by normative acts in each of the
Universities.
5.3 By the results of the training, students
who successfully fulfilled the requirements
of the Joint Program and defended their final
qualification works (dissertation work) are
given:
1) From ABU - the diploma of the
university’s own sample on the specialty
6M052000 “Business administration”,
with the assignment of the academic degree
"Master" in the corresponding specialty with
the application in the form of a transcript.
2) From the VUM- transcript of the
established model of the Republic of
Bulgaria with quantity and name of the
course, amount of credits.

5.5 The agreed curriculum is approved by
each party and is an integral part of this
agreement (Appendix Nel)

6. Tuition and accommodation for
students

6.1 Tuition for education under agreements
for the provision of educational services
concluded between ABU and its master's
students aimed at training on a Joint
Educational Program is carried out in
accordance with the agreements with the

9.1.1 to accept for training students of ABU
for training for 1 semester in accordance with
the terms of this agreement;
9.1.2 to organize and ensure the proper
provision of educational services in
accordance with applicable regulations;
9.1.3. provide for the conduct of classes for
students the premises that meet the sanitary
and hygienic requirements;
9.1.4. at the period of stay in the VUM,
provide students with places in the dormitory
for living that meet the sanitary and hygienic
requirements;
9.15. to provide the conditions for
strengthening the moral, physical and
psychological health, emotional well-being
of students, taking into account its individual
characteristics;

9.1.6. to familiarize students with the
Charter, the Internal Regulations of the
VUM, curricula and educational

technologies;

9.1.7 to assign and assign to the students of
ABU a responsible coordinator from among
their employees;

9.1.8. Provide students of ABU with
methodical and informational assistance in
processing all necessary documents.
